As you are aware, the PM-KISAN Samman Nidhi Yojana, a Central Sector Scheme

faunched on 24™ February 2019, provides annual financial assistance of 26,000 to
eligible farmer families. So far, over ¥3.68 lakh crore has been disbursed to more than

11 crore-farmer families across the country through 19 instalments. The latest, 19th
instalment of over 322,000 crore, was released by the Hon'ble Prime Minister on 24th
February 2025 to more than 10 crore farmers who had completed e-KYC, Aadhaar-bank
account linkage, and land record seeding. This achievement has been made possible

through the continued support of State/UT Governments, for which the Ministry
conveys its sincere appreciation.

2. With the PM-KISAN scheme recently completing six successful years, the Ministry

remains committed to achieving full saturation, ensuring that no eligible farmer is left
out. Through targeted initiatives under VvBSY, PM-JANMAN, the Government’s 100-day

programme, and special campaigns with CSCs and IPPB, more than 1.25‘crore
additional farmers have been onboarded.

3. Despite these efforts, some eligible farmers remain excluded and several old
applications are pending due to incomplete documentation. To address this issue and
other pending issues, the Ministry has decided to launch a month long nationwide PM-
KISAN Saturation Campaign with active involvement of States/UTs District
Administrations, Village Nodal Officers (VNOs), CSCs, and IPPB officials from 1¥ May
2025 to 31 May 2025. The campaign apart from other activities will focus on the

following:

(a) States/UTs to resolve all cases that are pending due to non availability of
land details or Aadhaar-linked bank account/e-KYC, etc after conducting
physical verification of the beneficiaries. If a beneficiary is found to be
eligible, their Aadhaar/Land seeding and e-KYC may be completed on
priority. In cases where a beneficiary is found to be ineligible upon

, % previously released instalments (if any) may be initiated.

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(b) Pending applications in open source that are beyond 30 days be disposed
off on merit as per operational guidelines.

{c) States must report all deceased beneficiaries so that their future

instaliments are stopped. This will also enable enrollment of eligible legal
heirs for the scheme.

4, Campaign should also focus on the generation of Farmer IDs for ail PM-KISAN
beneficiaries, especially in States where the process has started. In other States,
verification of land ownership and legal heirs using the Legal Heir System on the Farmer
Registry Portal be done. This is absolutely necessary so that eligible beneficiaries
continue getting PM KISAN benefits in future.

A detailed list of activities to be undertaken during the campaign is enclosed to
ensure comprehensive data cleaning under the scheme.

S. To ensure the success of the campaign, I request you to personally review its
progress with the District Collectors. During the campaign period, special Gram Sabha
meetings should be organized to identify left-out eligible farmers and deceased
beneficiaries, with the help of Village Nodal Officers (VNOs) and Common Service
Centres (CSCs). District Collectors may also be directed to closely monitor weekly
progress through District Agriculture Officers, CSCs, VNOs, IPPB, and other field-level
functionaries.

6. As the 20th instalment of PM-KISAN is tentatively scheduled for release in the 1st
or 2nd week of June 2025 subject to the convenience of the Hon'ble Prime Minister,
State/UT Governments are urged to ensure that all eligible farmers complete the
required formalities by 31%May 2025 so that all eligible farmers receive the benefits of
the scheme during the next scheduled release.
